Sue will put a Poinsettia flyer in the concert program on
October 19th and in the program for the musical, “The

We do not have a final tally, but it is assumed that the
Entertainment Book sale went well.

Musical: Musical rehearsals are underway.  Scott did get 150 
children that tried out for “munchkins” and “flying 
monkeys”.
